23" Sunday in Ordinary Time, Year “A”
“How often must I forgive?”

The last-minute pardon - In Iran, it is standard practice for families of murder
victims to oversee the execution of the murderer of their family member. They
are also given the choice to pardon the offender. Such was the fate of a
young man who had already served seven years for killing 17-year-old Abdol-
lah Alinejad in a street fight, according to the associated press.

In May 2014, Samereh Alinejad watched as a noose was slipped around the
neck of Bilal Gheisari, her son's killer. This was her chance to have the
vengeance she'd waited seven years to have. Instead, she and her husband
stepped forward at the last minute and removed the noose from his neck.
Gheisari's death sentence was commuted and he will finish serving a 12-year
prison sentence instead.

The push that changed a life - When Rachelle Friedman's bachelorette
party ended, she and her friends decided to go for a swim. Playfully, one of
her friends pushed Rachelle in, not thinking about how shallow the water was
at that end of the pool. Friedman's head struck the pool's bottom and she
broke her neck, instantly paralyzing her from the collarbone down.

Since that fateful push, Friedman's life has changed drastically, but she was
able to go ahead with her wedding plans and marry her fiancé a year later.
And she forgave the friend who pushed her in. "l love her and have no
grudge," The Daily Beast quoted from a Q&A session Rachelle had on Red-
dit. "I'm not saying it's right, but I've horse-played by a pool and pushed peo-
ple. I've pushed her. What happened was an accident."

The Forgiving Mother - Scarlett Lewis' son, Jesse, was killed in the 2012
Sandy Hook Elementary School shooting, the biggest school shooting in U.S.
history. At first, she said, she felt like her anger sapped all her strength and
energy. She was angry at the shooter and at the mother for unwittingly arming
him. But she made a choice to forgive.

She told The Forgiveness Project, "Forgiveness felt like | was given a big pair
of scissors to cut the tie and regain my personal power. It started with a
choice and then became a process." She urged mourners at Jesse's funeral
to change their angry thoughts into loving ones, that thereby they might
change the world.

The stranger's email - Christy Jones thought her marriage was
perfect until the day she received an email from a woman she
had never met. "You don't know me, but | am no longer dating
your husband ... I'm sorry for any pain | caused your family," the
email read.

"| felt paralyzed," Christy told RealSimple.com, recalling the
exact moment she read those words. Battling her denial, she
called her husband at work, and he eventually admitted it was
true. Adrian had had a four-month relationship with a woman
he'd met at his job as a car salesman.

"Forgiving him was the hardest thing I've ever had to do," said
Christy. "But his honesty made it easier." The two later went on
to renew their wedding vows, and Christy said that today, "Our
marriage is stronger for it. | have no regrets." (Stories told by
Katie Nielsen “8 Incredible stories of Forgiveness that will touch
your heart”).

The gospel reading for today talks about forgiveness - the need to forgive,
forget and move on. It is often said that “to err is human but to forgive is
divine.” None of us is perfect and we do not live among perfect beings. We
have either been offended or have offended others at one time or the other.
We all know that we should forgive but that doesn’t mean that it is easy to
forgive or to ask for forgiveness especially when we have been offended in
the worst possible way.

This is the situation that prompted Peter to approach Jesus to ask “Lord, if
my brother sins against me, how often must | forgive? As many as seven
times?

The rabbinic literature Mishnah (Yoma 8) says “One who says, ‘I will sin, and
then repent, | will sin and then repent,” — does not have what it takes to
repent. One who says: ‘I will sin, and Yom Kippur will erase it, — Yom Kip-
pur will not erase it. Yom Kippur erases transgression a person commits
against God, but transgression against another person, Yom Kippur cannot
erase, until (the transgressor) makes things right with (the victim).”

Given the right circumstances, forgiveness can create a path to peace and
happiness but under wrong circumstances, forgiveness could strengthen the
hand of those who abuse and oppress others. This is why Jesus seizes the
opportunity of Peter’s question to lay a strong foundation for the children of
God in their dealings with others.

Christians should always be just. They should be bold enough to call out
oppression, injustice and name abuse as abuse. Tolerating injustice or
abuse in the pretext of forgiveness makes it easy for evildoers to get away
with their evil deeds.

The way we understand the concept of forgiveness could make a lot of
things possible, and not all of those things may be good enough. While we
need to forgive, we also need to avoid using forgiveness as a tool to manipu-
late a system and harm others with impunity.

Authentic fight for liberation demands that we should know when to forgive
and when people should be allowed to face the consequences of their ac-
tions. This is better understood in the context of reparation and restitution.

True strength is expressed by overcoming the instinct to revenge and to be
able to forgive. Hence in today’s parable, Jesus teaches us the importance
of forgiveness. When we forgive others we are not helping them but helping
to liberate ourselves from the bondage of our own making. This is why the
Master had to call the unforgiving servant to face the consequences of his
actions (because he refused to forgive his fellow servant).

The forgiveness he received from his Master should have empowered him to
forgive his fellow servant but he failed to do that. By failing to forgive his
fellow servant who owes a small amount he proves ipso facto that he does
not deserve the forgiveness he received from his Master.

Therefore, when Jesus asked Peter to forgive “seventy seven times” Jesus
is saying that God’s mercy is boundless and as such should be ours. On the
cross, Jesus paid the prize of our sins to the full. Children of God must learn
to forgive others and be open to accept forgiveness from others. We need to
learn to forgive, forget and move on because what Jesus did for us on the
cross far outweigh whatever we could do for others.
