He held piano performance degrees from the Vienna Conservatory of
Music in Vienna, Trinity College of Music in London, and a doctorate

in piano performance and pedagogy from the University of Michigan.

Jovanni was a professor of piano at Samford University in Birming-
ham, Alabama where he was fortunate to mentor the next generation

of artists and leaders.

Jovanni loved to perform fundraising concerts, both internationally
and locally in various churches, including two concerts at our own

parish, All Souls Church.

Late last year, Jovanni established Mélange International Music
Foundation as a way to deepen his mission of service through music
and bring together like-minded people with a common goal: “To
change the world through music education and performance - one

community at a time”. It was during his travels last month, with his

wife Jeremy, to India and Uganda, for a mission to share the pro-

grams of Mélange International Music Foundation, when he became
sick & suddenly passed. He is survived by his wife, Jeremy Kay Day-
rit, his parents, Remi and Trina de Pedro, and his sister, Jorena de

Pedro.
